Special points of interest: 
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In its commitment to being a 

great manufacturer Pinz has 

kept innovating. 

The latest invention is an 

automated computerized 

plasma cutter for cutting the 

holes for the handles in the 

bottom bar on the  Ziptrak 

Product. 

Richard our mechanic has 

modified an old computer-

ized sewing machine into a 

computerized plasma cutter.   

As a result all bottom rails 

have handle holes computer 

cut for accuracy and neat-

ness.  We have also man-

aged to source a new bot-

tom rail without an oily coat-

ing, ending frustration 

with transferred grease 

and dirt. 

as there have been a few 

minor complications they 

wish to fix.  When this is 

done we can supply new 

skins for your sample blinds. 

Ziptrak have introduced new 

side spline for the side and 

top of the blinds.  It is made 

from clear PVC and there-

fore blends in with any col-

our blind that is manufac-

tured.  We will be rolling 

this out over the coming 

months.   

Ziptrak are planning to 

modify this spline already 

Innovation at Pinz 

Ziptrak new side spline 

Café Blinds now have welded seams 

due to having to put on the 

reinforcing webbing. 

Seams on café blinds will 

remain horizontal.  This is 

different to the Ziptrak and 

Channel It products that 

have a vertical seam. 

Café blinds can be seam 

matched refer to your pric-

ing for this. 

The standard café blind has 

the full width of fabric at the 

top of the blind. Finally welded seams have 

been made the standard on 

all café blinds. 

This replaces the old stan-

dard of a taped and 

stitched seam.  We suggest 

you update your marketing 

information, websites etc to 

reflect this.   

The seam that is now 

welded is the body seam.  

Bottom pockets are still sewn

Over the next few weeks we 

will bring online a new 

punch that will pre punch 

holes in your Ziptrak U chan-

nel.  Similar to how our café 

track has been pre punched. 

If for whatever reason you 

do not want these holes 

punched please indicate this 

on your order form.   

The standard will be that 

tracks are punched at 

600mm centres starting at 

one end of the track. 

Some drilling will still be 

required on site but we see 

that this will speed up instal-

lation thus increasing profit-

ability. 

New Brackets 

Ziptrak have released a 

new bracket for mounting 

your blinds. 

These brackets have a 

spigot that makes aligning 

the side tracks easy.  We 

will have samples very soon 

and will be able to make 

them available to you.

Back Plates 

We have recently found out 

that back plates are avail-

able for the Uniline hood 

boxes. 

This allows you to do a re-

veal mount and have a fully 

enclosed hood on both sides. 

Back plates are the same 

colour as the hood box you 

order. 

We are currently investigat-

ing the complete assembly 

of Uniline hood boxes in the 

factory.  We are planning 

to use styrene foam former 

to keep them in shape dur-

ing transport.  There will 

obviously be an additional 

charge for this but the up-

side is that it will be a 

ready to install hood box 

thus vastly improving the 

install times.
